Managed the Headfort estate and later the Baileborough Estate for the Youngs. Have family letters to John Young and a journal. Also have a portrait of him as a young man painted in the style of Lawrence. Family tradition has it that it is a Lawrence but both Christies and Sotheby's say the detail is not fine enough.
	Educated at Harrow. Was in  Assam in 1840s and rose to be a General in the Bengal Lancers. Wrote and compiled a book on ethnicity of Bengal Tribes. Obit Times January 1881. Not married . Died "strolling". Have an account of saving a missionary in Tibet. A railway station in India was named after him "Daltonganj". Have a photograph of him in later years.
