File Types
Authors may submit:
· PowerPoint (.pptx)  for the actual presentation
· PDF slide deck (.pdf)  when uploading to Zenoda
Length
The presentations are either 15 min long with 5 min questions and answers or 5 minute long as a lightning talk. 
Presentations should normally comprise:
· 10–15 slides (Lightning Presentation) 
· 15–25 slides (Standard Presentation) 
· Up to 30 slides (Workshop or Keynote)

Accessibility Requirements
Presenters should:
· Use clear fonts (minimum 18pt) 
· Ensure sufficient colour contrast 
· Add alternative text to key images where possible 
· Avoid excessive animation 
· Provide references for figures and quotations
