1. Interpretation
1.1 Definitions:
[bookmark: _Hlk135385817]ADR Notice: has the meaning given to it in clause 14.3.
Business Day:  a day (other than a Saturday, Sunday or public holiday) when banks in London are open for business.
Commencement Date:  the date the Contract commences, as set out in the Contract Details.
Conditions:  these terms and conditions set out in clause ‎1 to clause 23 (inclusive).
Contract:  the contract between the Customer and the Supplier for the sale and purchase of the Goods in accordance with the Contract Details, the additional Schedules and these Conditions.
Customer Materials: has the meaning given to it in clause 9.
Customer’s Representative: means the representative appointed by the Customer and identified in the Contract Details;
Data Protection Legislation: means (i) the GDPR, (ii) the Data Protection Act 2018, (iii) any laws that replace, extend, re-enact, consolidate or amend any of the foregoing; and (iv) all guidance, guidelines and codes of practice issued by any relevant Data Protection Supervisory Authority relating to such Data Protection Laws (in each case whether or not legally binding).
Delivery Date:  the date specified for delivery of a Purchase Order, in accordance with clause ‎3.2.
Delivery Location:  the address for delivery of the Goods, as set out in the Contract Details.
EIRs: the Environmental Information Regulations 2004 (SI 2004/3391) together with any guidance and/or codes of practice issued by the Information Commissioner or relevant government department in relation to such regulations.
Expiry Date: the date the Contract expires, as set out in the Contract Details.
FOIA: the Freedom of Information Act 2000, and any subordinate legislation made under the Act from time to time, together with any guidance and/or codes of practice issued by the Information Commissioner or relevant government department in relation to such legislation.
Force Majeure Event: an event affecting the performance by a party of its obligations under this Contract arising from acts, omissions or non-events beyond its reasonable control, including acts of God, riots, war, acts of terrorism, fire, flood, storm or earthquake and any disaster, but excluding any industrial dispute relating to the Supplier, the Supplier’s Personnel or any other failure in the Supplier’s supply chain.
GDPR: means the General Data Protection Regulation, Regulation (EU) 2016/679 as it forms part of domestic law in the United Kingdom by virtue of section 3 of the European Union (Withdrawal) Act 2018 (including as further amended or modified by the laws of the United Kingdom from time to time).
Goods:  the goods (or any part of them) as set out in the Contract Details.
Incoterms: The International Chamber of Commerce's (ICC) Incoterms® Rules as most recently published at the date of this Contract.
Information: has the meaning given under section 84 of the FOIA.
Price:  the price for the Goods, as set out in the Contract Details.
Prohibited Act: the following constitute Prohibited Acts:
a) To directly or indirectly offer, promise or give any person working for or engaged by the Customer a financial or other advantage:
b) To induce that person to perform improperly a relevant function or activity; 
c) To reward that person for improper performance of a relevant function or activity;
d) Under the Bribery Act 2010;
e) Under legislation or common law concerning fraudulent acts;
f) Defrauding, attempting to defraud or conspiring to defraud the Customer.
Purchase Order:  the Customer's order for the Goods submitted by the Customer in accordance with clause ‎3. 
Regulations: has the meaning given to it in clause 15.2(a).
Request for Information: a request for information or an apparent request under the FOIA or the EIRs.
Specification: the specification for the Goods, including any related plans and drawings that are agreed in writing by the Customer and the Supplier as set out in the Contract Details.
Supplier’s Personnel: all employees, staff, other workers, agents and consultants of the Supplier and of any Subcontractors who are engaged in the supply of Goods from time to time.
Welsh Language Standards Compliance Notice: Swansea University’s Compliance Notice – Section 44 Welsh Language (Wales) Measure 2011, issued on 29th September 2017 and includes any subsequent amendments or updates that come into force during the Term of the Contract. What are the Welsh language Standards? - Swansea University
1.2 Interpretation:  
(a) Clause, schedule and paragraph headings are for ease of reference only and shall not affect the interpretation of this agreement;
(b) The Schedules form part of this agreement and shall have effect as if set out in full in the body of this agreement and any reference to this agreement includes the Schedules;
(c) a reference to a statute or statutory provision is a reference to such statute or provision as amended or re-enacted. A reference to a statute or statutory provision includes any subordinate legislation made under that statute or statutory provision, as amended or re-enacted;
(d) any phrase introduced by the terms including, include, in particular or any similar expression shall be construed as illustrative and shall not limit the sense of the words preceding those terms;
(e) a reference to writing or written includes emails;
(f) unless the context otherwise requires: 
(i) words in the singular shall include the plural and vice versa; and
(ii) a reference to one gender shall include reference to the other genders;
(g) a reference to a party includes that party’s successors and permitted assigns; and
(h) reference to a person shall include any individual, firm, unincorporated association or body corporate.
2. [bookmark: a388220]Commencement and term
This Contract shall commence on the Commencement Date and shall continue, unless terminated earlier in accordance with its terms, until the Expiry Date, when it shall terminate automatically without notice.
3. [bookmark: a253680]Purchase Orders
3.1 The Customer may submit Purchase Orders for Goods in the form set out in Schedule 2 at any time.
3.2 [bookmark: a552757]The Supplier shall use its best endeavours to supply Goods in accordance with the Customer's Purchase Orders, by the delivery date specified in the Purchase Order, or, if none is specified, within seven (7) Business Days of submitting the Purchase Order (the “Delivery Date”).
3.3 The Customer may amend or cancel a Purchase Order in whole or in part at any time before delivery by giving the Supplier written notice.  If the Customer amends or cancels a Purchase Order, its liability to the Supplier shall be limited to payment to the Supplier of all costs reasonably incurred by the Supplier in fulfilling the Purchase Order up until the date of receipt of the notice of amendment or cancellation, except that where the amendment or cancellation results from the Supplier’s failure to comply with its obligations under this agreement the Customer shall have no liability to the Supplier in respect of it.
4. [bookmark: a408706]The Goods
4.1 [bookmark: a188444]The Supplier shall ensure that the Goods:
(a) correspond with their description and any applicable Specification;
(b) be of satisfactory quality (within the meaning of the Sale of Goods Act 1979, as amended) and fit for any purpose held out by the Supplier or made known to the Supplier by the Customer expressly or by implication, and in this respect the Customer relies on the Supplier's skill and judgement;
(c) where they are manufactured products, be free from defects in design, material and workmanship and remain so for 12 months after delivery; 
(d) comply as a minimum with samples or patterns, if any, provided by the Supplier to the Customer in relation to this Contract;
(e) comply with all applicable statutory and regulatory requirements relating to the manufacture, labelling, packaging, storage, handling and delivery of the Goods; and
(f) be free from any defect in title.
4.2 The Supplier shall ensure that at all times it has and maintains all the licences, permissions, authorisations, consents and permits that it needs to carry out its obligations under the Contract.
4.3 The Customer has the right to inspect and test the Goods at any time before delivery.
4.4 If following such inspection or testing the Customer considers that the Goods do not conform or are unlikely to comply with the Supplier's undertakings at clause ‎4.1, the Customer shall inform the Supplier and the Supplier shall immediately take such remedial action as is necessary to ensure compliance. 
4.5 Notwithstanding any such inspection or testing, the Supplier shall remain fully responsible for the Goods and any such inspection or testing shall not reduce or otherwise affect the Supplier's obligations under the Contract, and the Customer shall have the right to conduct further inspections and tests after the Supplier has carried out its remedial actions. 
5. [bookmark: a294485]Delivery
5.1 The Supplier shall ensure that: 
(a) the Goods are properly packed and secured in such manner as to enable them to reach their destination in good condition;
(b) each delivery of Goods is accompanied by a delivery note which shows the Purchase Order number, the type and quantity of Goods (including the code number of the Goods, where applicable), special storage instructions (if any) and, if the relevant Purchase Order is being delivered by instalments, the outstanding balance of Goods remaining to be delivered; and
(c) if the Supplier requires the Customer to return any packaging material to the Supplier, that fact is clearly stated on the delivery note. Any such packaging material shall be returned to the Supplier at the cost of the Supplier.
5.2 The Supplier shall deliver the Goods specified in each Purchase Order:
(a) On its relevant Delivery Date;
(b) at the Delivery Location; and
(c) during the Customer's normal business hours, or as instructed by the Customer.
5.3 Delivery of Goods is completed on the completion of unloading of those Goods at the Delivery Location.
5.4 Where Goods are delivered from outside the United Kingdom, the Supplier shall deliver the Goods under the Incoterm “Delivered Duty Paid (DDP)”. The Supplier shall have the sole responsibility of managing any import formalities, including payment of any applicable tax or customs duties for the Goods.
5.5 If the Supplier delivers more or less than the quantity of Goods ordered, and the Customer accepts the delivery, a pro rata adjustment shall be made to the invoice for the Goods. If the Supplier:
(a) delivers less than 95% of the quantity of Goods ordered, the Customer may reject the Goods;
(b) delivers more than 105% of the quantity of Goods ordered, the Customer may at its discretion reject the Goods or the excess Goods.
5.6 If the Customer rejects any Goods they are returnable at the Supplier's risk and expense. If the Supplier fails to collect rejected Goods within a reasonable period after notification of the rejection, the Customer may charge the Supplier storage costs and sell or dispose of the rejected Goods. The Customer will account to the Supplier for the proceeds of sale (if any) after deducting the purchase price paid for the Goods, storage costs and its reasonable costs and expenses in connection with the sale. 
5.7 The Supplier shall not deliver Goods in instalments without the Customer's prior written consent. Where it is agreed that Goods may be delivered by instalments, such instalments shall be invoiced separately. However, failure by the Supplier to deliver any one instalment on time or at all, or any defect in an instalment, shall entitle the Customer to the remedies set out in clause ‎6.
6. [bookmark: a848378]Customer remedies
6.1 [bookmark: a628116]If the Goods are not delivered on the relevant Delivery Date, or do not comply with the undertakings set out in clause ‎4.1, then, without limiting any of its other rights or remedies, and whether or not it has accepted the Goods, and the Customer may exercise any one or more of the following remedies:
(a) to terminate the Contract;
(b) to reject the Goods (in whole or in part) and return them to the Supplier at the Supplier's own risk and expense; 
(c) to require the Supplier to repair or replace the rejected Goods, or to provide a full refund of the price of the rejected Goods (if paid);
(d) to refuse to accept any subsequent delivery of the Goods which the Supplier attempts to make;
(e) to recover from the Supplier any costs incurred by the Customer in obtaining substitute goods from a third party; and
(f) to claim damages for any other costs, loss or expenses incurred by the Customer which are in any way attributable to the Supplier's failure to carry out its obligations under the Contract.
6.2 [bookmark: a131358]If the Goods are not delivered on the Delivery Date, the Customer may at its option claim or deduct [INSERT] per cent of the price of the Goods for each week's delay in delivery by way of liquidated damages, up to a maximum of [INSERT] per cent of the total price of the Goods. If the Customer exercises its rights under this clause ‎6.2, it may not exercise any of the remedies set out in clause ‎6.1 in respect of the Goods' late delivery (but such remedies shall be available in respect of the Goods' condition).
6.3 These Conditions shall apply to any repaired or replacement Goods supplied by the Supplier.
6.4 If the Supplier fails to promptly repair or replace the rejected Goods in accordance with clause 6.1(c), the Customer may, without affecting its rights under Clause 6.1(f), obtain substitute goods from a substitute supplier, or have the rejected Goods repaired by a third party, and the Supplier shall reimburse the Customer for the costs it incurs in doing so.
6.5 The Customer's rights and remedies under these Conditions are in addition to its rights and remedies implied by statute and common law.
7. [bookmark: a689694]Acceptance, Title and risk
7.1 The Customer shall not be deemed to have accepted any Goods until it has had a reasonable time to inspect them following delivery, or, in the case of a latent defect in the Goods, until a reasonable time after the latent defect has become apparent.
7.2 Title and risk in the Goods shall pass to the Customer on completion of delivery.
8. [bookmark: a153857]Price and payment
8.1 The Customer shall pay for Goods in accordance with this clause ‎8. 
8.2 The Price: 
(a) excludes amounts in respect of value added tax (VAT), which the Customer shall additionally be liable to pay to the Supplier at the prevailing rate, subject to the receipt of a valid VAT invoice; and 
(b) includes the costs of packaging, insurance and carriage of the Goods.
8.3 No extra charges shall be effective unless agreed in writing and signed by the Customer.
8.4 The Supplier may invoice the Customer for the price of the Goods plus VAT at the prevailing rate (if applicable) on or at any time after the completion of delivery. The Supplier shall ensure that the invoice includes the date of the Purchase Order, the invoice number, the Contract Number, the Purchase Order number, the Supplier's VAT registration number, and any supporting documentation that the Customer may reasonably require.
8.5 The Customer shall pay correctly rendered invoices within 30 days of receipt of the invoice. Payment shall be made to the bank account nominated in writing by the Supplier.
8.6 If a party fails to make any payment due to the other under the Contract by the due date for payment, then the defaulting party shall pay interest on the overdue amount at the rate of 4% per annum above the Bank of England's base rate from time to time. Such interest shall accrue on a daily basis from the due date until actual payment of the overdue amount, whether before or after judgment. The defaulting party shall pay the interest together with the overdue amount. This clause shall not apply to payments the defaulting party disputes in good faith.
8.7 The Customer may at any time, without limiting any of its other rights or remedies, set off any liability of the Supplier to the Customer against any liability of the Customer to the Supplier.
8.8 If the Customer disputes any invoice received from the Supplier, the Customer shall immediately notify the Supplier in writing.  The parties shall negotiate in good faith to attempt to resolve the dispute promptly.  The Supplier shall provide all such evidence as may be reasonably necessary to verify the disputed invoice or request for payment.  If the parties have not resolved the dispute within 30 days of the Customer giving notice to the Supplier, the dispute shall be resolved in accordance with clause 14.  Where only part of an invoice is disputed, the undisputed amount shall be paid on the due date as set out in clause 8.5. 
9. [bookmark: a148200]Customer materials
9.1 The Supplier acknowledges that all materials, equipment and tools, drawings, Specifications, and data supplied by the Customer to the Supplier (Customer Materials) and all rights in the Customer Materials are and shall remain the exclusive property of the Customer. The Supplier shall keep the Customer Materials in safe custody at its own risk, maintain them in good condition until returned to the Customer, and not dispose or use the same other than in accordance with the Customer's written instructions or authorisation.
10. [bookmark: a627441]Indemnity
10.1 The Supplier shall indemnify and keep indemnified the Customer against all liabilities, costs, expenses, damages and losses (including but not limited to any direct, indirect or consequential losses, loss of profit, loss of reputation and all interest, penalties and legal costs (calculated on a full indemnity basis) and all other professional costs and expenses) suffered or incurred by the Customer as a result of or in connection with:
(a) any claim made against the Customer for actual or alleged infringement of a third party's intellectual property rights arising out of or in connection with the supply or use of the Goods, to the extent that the claim is attributable to the acts or omissions of the Supplier, its employees, agents or subcontractors;
(b) any claim made against the Customer by a third party for death, personal injury or damage to property arising out of or in connection with defects in Goods, to the extent that the defects in the Goods are attributable to the acts or omissions of the Supplier, its employees, agents or subcontractors; and
(c) any claim made against the Customer by a third party arising out of or in connection with the supply of the Goods, to the extent that such claim arises out of the breach, negligent performance or failure or delay in performance of the Contract by the Supplier, its employees, agents or subcontractors.
10.2 This clause ‎10 shall survive termination of the Contract.
11. [bookmark: a356983]Insurance
During the term of the Contract and for a period of 1 year thereafter, the Supplier shall maintain in force, with a reputable insurance company product liability insurance and public liability insurance to cover the liabilities that may arise under or in connection with the Contract, and shall, on the Customer's request, produce both the insurance certificate giving details of cover and the receipt for the current year's premium in respect of each insurance.
12. [bookmark: a250229]Limitation of liability
12.1 This clause sets out the entire financial liability of the parties (including any liability for the acts or omissions of their respective employees, agents and subcontractors) to each other in respect of:
(a) Any breach of this Contract;
(b) Any use made or resale of the Goods by the Customer, or of any goods incorporating any of the Goods; and
(c) Any representation, statement or tortious act or omission (including negligence) arising under or in connection with this agreement.
12.2 Nothing in this Contract shall limit or exclude the liability of either party for:
(a) Death or personal injury resulting from negligence; or
(b) Fraud or fraudulent misrepresentation; or 
(c) Breach of terms implied by section 12 of the Sale of Goods Act 1979; or
(d) Breach of section 2 of the Consumer Protection Act 1987; or
(e) The indemnities contained within clause 10; or
(f) The deliberate default or wilful misconduct of that party, its employees, agent or subcontractors.
12.3 Without prejudice to Clause 12.2, neither party shall be liable to the other, whether in contract, tort (including negligence) or restitution, or for breach of statutory duty or misrepresentation, or otherwise, for any:
(a) loss of profits; or
(b) loss of goodwill; or
(c) loss of business; or
(d) Loss of business opportunity; or
(e) loss of anticipated savings; or
(f) loss or corruptions of data or information; or
(g) Special, indirect or consequential damage or loss.
12.4 Without prejudice to clause 12.2 or 12.3, the Supplier’s total liability arising under or in connection with this Contract, whether arising in contract, tort (including negligence) or restitution, or for breach of statutory duty or misrepresentation, or otherwise, shall be limited to 125% of the total value of the Contract.
12.5 Without prejudice to clause 12.2 or clause 12.3, the Customer’s total liability arising under or in connection with this Contract, whether arising in contract, tort (including negligence) or restitution, or for breach of statutory duty or misrepresentation, or otherwise, shall be limited as follows:
(a) For non-payment of invoices for Goods purchased, to the amount unpaid, and any interest due on such amount pursuant to clause 8.6; or
(b) For any other type of liability, to 125% of the total value of the Contract.
13. Compliance with relevant laws and policies
13.1 In performing its obligations under the Contract, the Supplier shall comply with all applicable laws, statutes, regulations and codes from time to time in force.
13.2 The Customer may immediately terminate the Contract for any breach of this clause 13 by the Supplier.
14. [bookmark: a518625]Dispute resolution procedure
14.1 If any dispute arises in connection with this Contract, senior representatives of the parties with authority to settle the dispute shall, within seven (7) days of a written request from either Party to the other, meet in a good faith effort to resolve the dispute.
14.2 If the dispute is not resolved at that meeting, the parties may, but shall not be obliged to, attempt to settle it by mediation in accordance with the CEDR Model Mediation Procedure.
14.3 Unless otherwise agreed between the parties, the mediator shall be nominated by CEDR.  To initiate the mediation a Party must give notice in writing (“ADR Notice”) to the other requesting a mediation.  A copy of the request shall be sent to CEDR. The mediation shall start no later than seven (7) days after the date of the ADR Notice.
14.4 If mediation is not utilised or the dispute is not resolved by mediation, or either party fails to participate or continue to participate in the mediation, or the mediation terminates, the dispute shall be resolved by the courts of England and Wales in accordance with clause 22.13 (Governing Law).  
15. Termination
15.1 Without limiting its other rights or remedies, either party may terminate the Contract with immediate effect by giving written notice to the other party if:
(a) the other party commits a material breach of any term of the Contract and (if such a breach is remediable) fails to remedy that breach within 30 days of that party being notified in writing to do so;
(b) the other party takes any step or action in connection with its entering administration, provisional liquidation or any composition or arrangement with its creditors (other than in relation to a solvent restructuring), being wound up (whether voluntarily or by order of the court, unless for the purpose of a solvent restructuring), having a receiver appointed to any of its assets or ceasing to carry on business;
(c) the other party suspends, or threatens to suspend, or ceases or threatens to cease to carry on all or a substantial part of its business; or
(d) the other party's financial position deteriorates to such an extent that in the terminating party's opinion the other party's capability to adequately fulfil its obligations under the Contract has been placed in jeopardy.
15.2 The Customer shall be entitled to terminate the Contract where:
(a) The Contract has been subject to a substantial modification which would have required a new procurement procedure in accordance with clause 31.5 of the Procurement Act 2023 (“Regulations”);
(b) The Contractor has, at the time the Contract was awarded by the Customer, been an excluded or excludable supplier as defined in clause 57(1)(a) and 57(2)(a) of the Procurement Act 2023 and the Contractor should therefore have been excluded from the procurement process; 
(c) clauses 19.10 or 19.11 (Ethical Employment) apply.
15.3 Termination of the Contract shall not affect any of the parties' rights and remedies that have accrued as at termination, including the right to claim damages in respect of any breach of this Contract which existed at or before the date of termination. 
15.4 Any provision of the Contract that expressly or by implication is intended to come into or continue in force on or after termination shall remain in full force and effect.
16. [bookmark: a325829]Freedom of information
16.1 The Supplier acknowledges the Customer is subject to the requirements of the FOIA and the EIRs.  The Supplier shall:
(a) Provide all necessary assistance and cooperation as reasonably requested by the Customer to enable the Customer to comply with its obligations under the FOIA and EIRs;
(b) Transfer to the Customer all Requests for Information relating to this Contract that it receives as soon as practicable and in any event within 2 Business Days of receipt;
(c) Provide the Customer with a copy of all Information belonging to the Customer requested within the Request for Information which is in its possession or control in the form that the Customer requires within 5 Business Days (or such other time period as the Customer may reasonably specify) of the Customer’s request for such Information; and
(d) Not respond directly to a Request for Information unless authorised in writing to do so by the Customer.
16.2 The Supplier acknowledges that the Customer may be required under the FOIA and EIRs to disclose Information without consulting or obtaining consent from the Supplier.  The Customer shall take reasonable steps to notify the Supplier of a Request for Information (in accordance with the Secretary of State’s section 45 Code of Practice on the Discharge of Functions of Public Authorities under Part 1 of the FOIA) to the extent that it is permissible and reasonably practical for it to do so but (notwithstanding any other provision within this Contract) the Customer shall be responsible for determining in its absolute discretion whether any Information and/or any other information is exempt from disclosure in accordance with the FOIA and/or the EIRs.
17. Data protection
17.1 The Customer has an obligation to comply with the Data Protection Act 2018 and the Data Protection Legislation. The Supplier shall use it’s best endeavours to assist the Customer in meeting any obligations under this Data Protection Legislation.
18. Prevention of bribery
18.1 The Supplier represents and warrants that neither it, nor to the best of its knowledge any Supplier’s Personnel, have at any time prior to the Commencement Date:
(a) Committed a Prohibited Act or been formally notified that it is subject to an investigation or prosecution which relates to an alleged Prohibited Act; and/or
(b) Been listed by any government department or agency as being debarred, suspended, proposed for suspension or debarment, or otherwise ineligible for participation in government procurement programmes or contracts on the grounds of a Prohibited Act.
18.2 The Supplier shall not during the term of this Contract:
(a) Commit a Prohibited Act; and/or
(b) Do or suffer anything to be done which would cause the Customer or any of the Customer’s employees, consultants, sub-contractors or agents to contravene any of the Bribery Act 2010 or otherwise incur any liability in relation to the Bribery Act 2010.
18.3 The Supplier shall during the term of the Contract:
(a) Establish, maintain and enforce, and require that its subcontractors establish, maintain and enforce, policies and procedures which are adequate to ensure compliance with the Bribery Act 2010 and prevent the occurrence of a Prohibited Act; and
(b) Keep appropriate records of its compliance with its obligations under clause 18.3(a) and make such records available to the Customer on request.
18.4 The Supplier shall immediately notify the Customer in writing if it becomes aware of any breach of clause 18.1 and/or 18.2, or has reason to believe that it has or any of the Supplier’s Personnel have:
(a) Been subject to an investigation or prosecution which relates to an alleged Prohibited Act;
(b) Been listed by any government department or agency as being debarred, suspected, proposed for suspension or debarment, or otherwise ineligible for participation in government procurement programmes or contracts on the grounds of a Prohibited Act; and/or
(c) Received a request or demand for any undue financial or other advantage of any kind in connection with the performance of this Contract or otherwise suspects that any person or party directly or indirectly connection with this Contract has committed or attempted to commit a Prohibited Act.
18.5 If the Supplier makes a notification to the Customer pursuant to clause 18.4, the Supplier shall respond promptly to the Customer’s enquiries.
18.6 If the Supplier fails to comply with clause 18.1 and/or 18.2, the University may by notice:
(a) Require the Supplier to remove from performance of the Contract any Supplier’s Personnel whose acts or omissions have caused the default; or
(b) Immediately terminate the Contract.
18.7 Any notice served by the Customer under clause 18.6 shall specify the nature of the Prohibited Act and the action the Customer has elected to take (including, where relevant, the date on which the Contract shall terminate).

20.2 The Supplier warrants and represents that all the information contained in its tender remains true, accurate and not misleading except as may have been specifically disclosed in writing to and accepted by the Customer prior to the commencement date.
20.3 The Supplier shall not operate its business in a manner which may in the opinion of the Customer bring the Customer into disrepute.
20.4 The Supplier shall supply the goods in accordance with the Welsh Government Code of Practice for Ethical Employment is Supply Chains.
20.5 The Supplier shall not subcontract the performance of all or part of its obligations under this Agreement without the prior written consent of the Customer. The Customer shall provide such information on its subcontractors as the Customer may from time to time request.

20.10 The Customer may terminate the Contract by notice with immediate effect if the Supplier is the subject of a claim for breach of the Human Rights Act.
20.11 The Customer may terminate the Contract by notice with immediate effect if the Supplier is the subject of formal investigation, or the subject of a claim arising, in connection with its statutory obligations relating to employment rights, employment relations, working rights or equality.
21. Modern slavery
21.1 In performing its obligations under the Contract, the Supplier shall:
(a) comply with all applicable anti-slavery and human trafficking laws, statutes, regulations and codes from time to time in force including but not limited to the Modern Slavery Act 2015; and
(b) not engage in any activity, practice or conduct which would constitute an offence under sections 1, 2 or 4 of the Modern Slavery Act 2015 if such activity, practice or conduct were carried out in the United Kingdom.
22. Welsh Language Compliance.
22.1 The Supplier shall ensure full compliance with all the provisions and the requirements of the Welsh Language Standards Regulations (6) 2017, including any updates or amendments, as they apply to the University in the Welsh Language Standards Compliance Notice and/or as outlined specifically in the tender or quote specification. 
22.2 Should this Contract require the provision of any bilingual goods or services, the source of any Welsh language translation will be communicated to the University and will be subject to reasonable quality checks by the University before the commencement of the Contract. Should the standard be deemed unacceptable, the position will be rectified by the Supplier through the correct sourcing of translation, at the Supplier’s cost and expense. The assessment of the quality of the translation will be under the University’s sole discretion.
22.3 The Supplier shall comply with any reasonable instructions of the University to ensure compliance with the Welsh Language Standards Compliance Notice. The cost of compliance with this clause will be borne by the Supplier, unless otherwise agreed by the University in writing.
23. Status
23.1 The relationship of the Supplier (and the Supplier’s Personnel) to the Customer will be that of independent contractor and nothing in this agreement shall render it (nor any of the Supplier’s Personnel) an employee, worker, agent or partner of the Customer and the Supplier shall not hold itself out as such and shall procure that the Supplier’s Personnel shall not hold themselves out as such.
23. This agreement constitutes a contract for the provision of goods and not a contract of employment and accordingly the Supplier shall be fully responsible for and shall indemnify the Customer and any Group company for and in respect of:
(a) any income tax, National Insurance and social security contributions and any other liability, deduction, contribution, assessment or claim arising from or made in connection with the provision of Goods or any payment or benefit received by the Supplier’s Personnel in connection with the supply of Goods, where such recovery is not prohibited by law. The Supplier shall further indemnify the Customer against all reasonable costs, expenses and any penalty, fine or interest incurred or payable by the Customer in connection with or in consequence of any such liability, deduction, contribution, assessment or claim;

24. General
24.1 Force majeure. Neither party shall be in breach of this Contract nor liable for delay in performing, or failure to perform, any of its obligations under this Contract if such delay or failure result from a Force Majeure Event. If the Force Majeure Event endures for 90 days, the party not affected may terminate this Contract by giving 30 days' written notice to the affected party.
24.2 Subcontracting. The Supplier may not subcontract any or all of its rights or obligations under this Contract without the prior written consent of the Customer. If the Customer consents to any subcontracting by the Supplier, the Supplier shall remain responsible for all acts and omissions of its subcontractors as if they were its own.

24.8 Variation. No variation of this Contract shall be effective unless it is in writing and signed by the parties (or their authorised representatives).
24.9 Waiver.  A waiver of any right or remedy is only effective if given in writing and shall not be deemed a waiver of any subsequent breach or default. A delay or failure to exercise, or the single or partial exercise of, any right or remedy shall not:
(a) waive that or any other right or remedy; or
(b) prevent or restrict the further exercise of that or any other right or remedy.
24.10 Severance. If any provision or part-provision of the Contract is or becomes invalid, illegal or unenforceable, it shall be deemed modified to the minimum extent necessary to make it valid, legal and enforceable. If such modification is not possible, the relevant provision or part-provision shall be deemed deleted. Any modification to or deletion of a provision or part-provision under this clause shall not affect the validity and enforceability of the rest of the Contract.
24.11 Notices.

(c) The provisions of this clause shall not apply to the service of any proceedings or other documents in any legal action.
24.12 Third party rights. No one other than a party to this agreement shall have any right to enforce any of its terms pursuant to the Contracts (Rights of Third Parties) Act 1999. 
24.13 Governing law. The Contract, and any dispute or claim arising out of or in connection with it or its subject matter or formation (including non-contractual disputes or claims), shall be governed by, and construed in accordance with the law of England and Wales, as applied in Wales.
24.14 Jurisdiction. Each party irrevocably agrees that the courts of England and Wales shall have exclusive jurisdiction to settle any dispute or claim arising out of or in connection with this Contract or its subject matter or formation (including non-contractual disputes or claims).
