WHICH RESEARCH DEGREE?
The University offers a number
of research degrees, including:

PhD: PhD students undertake
supervised research over three to
four years full-time or six to seven
years parttime. Research is then
presented in the form of a thesis
of up to 100,000 words. The thesis
must demonstrate the student’s
capacity to pursue original
research and should represent

a distinct and significant
contribution to the subject. The
first year of registration for a PhD
is a period of official probation,
requiring departmental assessment
before the candidate is allowed
to proceed.

MPhil: May be completed in two
to three years' full-time study, four
to five years parttime. Candidates
are required to submit a thesis

of up to 60,000 words and
assessment is in the form of an
oral examination (viva). Subject to
academic requirement, there may
be opportunities for students to
upgrade from MPhil to PhD during
the course of their studies.

MA/MSc by Research: Typically
one year fulltime or two to three
years parttime. This is an
individual research project written
up into a thesis of 30,000 words.

MRes: The aim of the MRes
(Master of Research) is to provide
relevant training to acquire the
knowledge, techniques and
understanding needed for a
professional career, or for
progression fo higher academic
studies, normally a PhD. The MRes
is achieved through a combination
of taught modules (worth 60
credits) and a research thesis

which presents the outcome of
a significant research project
(worth 120 credits).

DBA: The Professional Doctorate in
Management (DBA) typically is a
four year, parttime programme,
consisting of six modules, plus a
thesis. Each module is structured
around a three-day intensive
teaching block, plus a variety of
online support from the teaching
teams and doctoral supervisors.

EdD: The Professional Doctorate

in Education (EdD) offers students
the opportunity to approach issues
in education in a professional and
critical manner at doctoral level.
(For course information

- see page 92).

EngD: The Engineering Doctorate
provides graduates with the skills
and experience to become industry
and academic leaders and is
supported by the Engineering and
Physical Sciences Research Council
(EPSRC). The four year doctorate
research programme consists of an
industry led research project that
is complemented with taught
technical, research and
professional skills-based modules
that are assessed by a mixture of
coursework assignments and
examinations. ‘Research Engineers’
conduct their research in
collaboration with an industrial
partner and Swansea University,
and the project is written up into @
thesis of up to 100,000 words and
assessed via an oral examination
(viva).

Greats Minds

Professor Amy Brown

Professor Public Health, Director for the Centre for Lactation, Infant Feeding and Translation (LIFT)

The UK has some of the lowest breastfeeding rates

in the world. This damages our population's health,

our economy, and most importantly can leave women
devastated; up to 90% of mothers who stop breastfeeding
in the first six weeks are not ready to do so. Some
women experience physiological issues preventing

them from breastfeeding, while others encounter a lack
of support leading to increased complications and @
need to stop before they are ready.

Many strategies to support breastfeeding focus on
providing practical support for women at an individual
level. Whilst this is important, Professor Amy Brown's
research has explored wider psycho-social-cultural
influences that damage breastfeeding, particularly poor
societal level understanding of how breastfeeding works
and normal baby behaviour. Her work highlighted that
rather than focussing on individual women, change was
needed at the societal level to create an environment that
understood and supported breastfeeding.

To tackle this, Amy set up the ‘Breastfeeding Uncovered’
campaign turning her research findings into formats that
were accessible to parents, health professioncﬂs, and
policymakers. Promoting her research through news,
social media, blogging, books, animations, podcasts,
and presentations has meant that her work would

reach the people who mattered.

Recognised by the ESRC as having ‘outstanding impact’
Amy’s work has reached over 25 million people via news
and social media around the world. She continues to
reach over 1 million people per month across her social
media channels. Her work is used in public health
campaigns and training by health boards, breastfeeding
organisations, and the World Health Organisation. Amy
has been invited to present her research over 200 times
to governments, committees and infant feeding
organisations in the UK, Australia, New Zealand,

Europe, Canada and the USA.

Amy's research now underpins policy and has led to the
development of new bredsﬂ:eeding strategies around the
world. Her work is recognised by Public Health England
as having ‘supported more parents to breastfeed and to
breastfeed for longer’, something that is echoed by
breastfeeding charities, health professionals working
with parents and most importantly parents themselves.
As one parent noted ‘this book has saved me from
giving up breastfeeding my 3-week-old’ which
crystalises the ethos of the campaign: to create

a better future for new families.

Our research seeks to inform policy
and we work closely with organisations

such as the UNICEF UK Baby Friendly

Initiative, public health organisations

and infant feeding charities.

A pre-designed project will often be part of wider research being undertaken by an academic or
research group. These usually have a defined title, fixed aims and objectives, and you'll normally
be supervised by the academic that designed the project. Swansea University advertises a large
number of these opportunities throughout the academic year in all subject areas.

FUNDING:
